THE LEES AND SULGRAVE MANOR

Last year a conservation grant from the Daughters of
the American Revolution for matched by funds from the
Friends of Sulgrave Manor, made it possible for some of our
paintings and other items to find their way to conservators
for cleaning and restoration. This created a quest for infor-
mation as to the provenance of many of the pieces. Perhaps
the biggest question concerned the Gilbert Stuart painting of
George Washington. Was it a real Gilbert Stuart or a copy?
If it was genuine, was it a part of the Athaneum series, and
where did it come from?

H. Clifford Smith in his book Sulgrave Manor and the
Washingtons, remarks that it was painted for Chief Justice
Edward Shippen (whose third daughter Peggy married Ben-
edict Arnold). Shippen attempted to stay neutral during the

Revolution as he hoped for reconciliation between the coun-
tries. After the war he had his portrait painted by Stuart prior
to commissioning the one of George Washington. Faith
Moore, the sister of Ruth Moore Lee, purchased it from the
estate of the last member of the Shippen family between
1900 and 1910 and gave it to Sulgrave Manor in 1921.

The more information that emerged, the more interest-
ing the quest of the history became. Faith Moore and her
sister Ruth Moore were the daughters of New York banker
John Godfrey Moore who died several months before Ruth’s
marriage to Arthur Hamilton Lee, leaving them a substantial
inheritance. Lee was an amazing individual who was a Brit-
ish soldier, professor of military history, strategy and tactics,
diplomat, politician and patron of the arts. As the British
military attaché attached to the United States Army he be-

came an intimate friend of Teddy Roosevelt and an honorary
member of the Rough Riders. After his marriage to Ruth
Moore, he returned to England and embarked on a political
career, becoming a Conservative Member of Parliament for
Fareham and representing the Fareham Division of York-
shire for the next eighteen years until his elevation to peer-
age.

The Lees took a long lease of Chequers, a country
house and 1,000 acre estate in Buckinghamshire in 1909.
After the owner died in 1912 Faith Moore and Ruth Moore
Lee purchased the property, and the Lees began restoration
under the supervision of the architect Sir Reginald Blom-
field. In 1917 they gave the estate and the entire contents
of the house which included a library, historical papers and
manuscripts as well as a collection of Cromwellian portraits
and artefacts, in trust to the nation. The purpose of this gift,
which included an endowment of £100,000 for its upkeep,
was to provide an official residence and retreat for British
Prime Ministers. In 1918 Lee was elevated to the peerage as
Baron Lee of Fareham, of Chequers in the County of Buck-

Viscount and Viscountess Lee of Fareham

ingham, and in 1922, after leaving Chequers in 1921, he was
promoted to Viscount Lee of Farcham.

Having presented Chequers to the nation, Lee (with the
support of his wife, Ruth) was free to concentrate not only
on the formation of his private art collection but to serve a
term as Chairman of the National Gallery and a trustee of
the Wallace Collection. In 1925 he became Chairman of the
Sulgrave Manor Board.
